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Tips for you

“Be doing” can present future tense as well as present continuous. We usually distinguish
them by looking at the temporal adverbial. When “be doing” presents future tense, it is

normally accompanied by a future temporal adverbial. For example:

“We are coming back on October 3" & “I am inviting you to my birthday party”

When “be doing” occurs before a momentary verb ([%[8)3)17]), such as leave, come, go,

arrive, it is not necessarily accompanied by a temporal adverbial. For example:

“I am leaving to Beijing” & “My uncle Bob is coming to visit us”
