lawyer (n.) A member of the legal profession. 律师，法学家。The lawyer have prepared this case 

carefully.  

painter (n.) A person who paints pictures; an artist who works with paint. 画家。He is a painter of 

figure paintings. 

photographer (n.) A person who takes pictures by using camera. 摄影师。A good photographer can 

photograph anything well. 

pilot (n.) A person who can fly a plane. 飞行员 。He is a pilot in an airline company. 

prefer (v.) More likely to choose something or someone than another. 更喜欢，宁愿。I prefer coffee 

than milk. 

professor (n.) A scholarly teacher who works in a university or college. 教授，教师。She is a professor 

of literature. 
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property (n.) Something belongs to a person. 财产。He transfers his property to his daughter. 

recognize (v.) To acknowledge, consider, or accept (a person or thing) as or to be something. 认出，识

别，承认。I can recognize you from a group of people. 

suffer (v.) To undergo something bad or painful. 遭受，忍受，经历。People suffered a lot from disaster.
